This stream is conducted off-snow by ASPA. Members need to arrange to 
attend one of the scheduled courses before being made Probationary.

Cascade - Five tickets - First three tickets can be trained by any Patroller.
Akja - Five tickets - First three tickets can be trained by any Patroller.
Tickets Four and Five require a minimum of 6 days on patrol prior to training.
All patrollers should work to enable trainees to be able to move a sled around 
the resort as a matter of priority. This includes load and unloading T-bars and 
chairs. 

Training in Stream 3 is competency based.
Areas include: radio, equipment location, sign-on, sign-off, administration 
procedures, trainee responsibilities, train operations, bump station protocols, 
dealings with the public, dealings with Perisher Blue staff, T& T weekends, 
accommodation, orientation, workbook system,  risk assessment, hazard 
marking, openings, morning jobs, sweeps, incident investigation overview   

Training in Stream 5 is competency based.
Areas include - skiing/boarding: with equipment, in an emergency, in poor 
visibility, in high wind, on and off lifts, for a closing sweep, for an area 
assessment, through trees, in rough terrain, around cornices and avalanche 
terrain.     

Training in Stream 4 is competency based using Perisher equipment and 
systems.
Areas include: unconscious casualty, lower leg, scoops and collars, slings, 
shoulder, oxygen use, Penthrane, bleeding, Sager traction splint, vacuum splints, 
hand injuries, knee. (Practices for scoop, collars, Sager, and shoulder must be 
completed on-snow, but may also be done off-snow)
